I. THE PARTIES
I.i     This agreement (the “Agreement”) is made between:
THE INTERNATIONAL RADIATION PROTECTION ASSOCIATION, (IRPA), an Association, registered in accordance with the laws of the United States, with domicile at IRPA c/o CEPN, 28 rue de la Redoute, 92260 Fontenay-aux-Roses, France; and
IRPA13 Glasgow Limited, a company duly incorporated under the laws of the United Kingdom, with corporate domicile at Unit 4b, 50 Speirs Wharf, Port Dundas, Glasgow, G4 9TH and with company number SC 350565.
I.ii
IRPA is represented by Ken Kase, acting as President. IRPA13 Glasgow Limited is represented by Roger Coates, acting as a Board Director of the company.
I.iii
IRPA and IRPA13 Glasgow Limited shall be jointly referred to as the “Parties”, and each of them as a “Party”.

I.iv
THIRD PARTIES, subcontractors, external companies or organisations involved in the Congress (as defined below), such as suppliers of technical equipment, catering or transportation services, editing and printing companies, venues, exhibitors, sponsors etc, are hereinafter referred to as “Third Parties”.

II. 
RECITALS
II.i 
IRPA is an independent, international, non-governmental, not-for-profit organisation. Its membership is composed of other associations within the same field.
II.ii
IRPA13 Glasgow Limited is a Limited Company established to run the 13th International Congress of the International Radiation Protection Association which will be held at the Scottish Exhibition and Conference Centre, Glasgow, during May 2012

II.iii 
The UK Society for Radiological Protection (SRP) is a UK Associate Society affiliated to the IRPA with domicile at SRP c/o 76 Portland Place, London, W1B 1NT, with a registered charity number 1122804.  SRP is an independent, national, non-governmental, not-for-profit organisation. Its membership is composed of professionals engaged in the field of radiological protection. 

III.
PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT
The purpose of this Agreement is to define the relationship between the parties for the purpose of organising the 2012 Congress.  It will also specify the financial obligations of both parties with regards to the 2012 Congress.  
III.i
ORGANISATION STRUCTURE
IRPA has delegated the responsibility of the organisation of the 2012 Congress to SRP.  SRP has set up a limited company for this purpose.  The name of the company is IRPA13 Glasgow Limited.  The main activity of the company as stated in the Memorandum of Association, ‘is to organise an educational congress and trade exhibition in Glasgow during May 2012.  The purpose of this Congress is to promote learning and understanding, discuss and set practice as well as providing a platform for discussions of current trends and issues within the international radiation protection field’.
IRPA will contribute towards the organisation of the 2012 Congress as detailed in section IV below.

SERVICES PROVIDED 
IV.i
CONSULTANCY SERVICES AND COMPANY MANAGEMENT
IRPA will provide member resources to provide advice and consultancy services to IRPA13 Glasgow Limited in support of the 2012 Congress. 
IRPA will nominate one person to act as a Director of IRPA13 Glasgow Limited.
IV.ii
SCIENTIFIC PROGRAMME CO-ORDINATION 
IRPA will provide member resources to support the scientific programme co-ordination in support of the 2012 Congress and in particular to support the International Congress Programme Committee (ICPC). 

IV.iii
SITE INSPECTIONS 
IRPA will provide member resources as appropriate to participate in site inspections relating to the 2012 Congress. 

IV.iv
PLANNING MEETINGS 
IRPA will provide member resources as appropriate to participate in planning meetings with IRPA13 Glasgow Limited and the International Congress Organizing Committee (ICOC) in support of the 2012 Congress. 

IV.v
PROMOTION 
IRPA will provide member resources as appropriate to support promotion of the 2012 Congress at international events where they have a presence. 

IRPA will assist where appropriate with distribution of Congress material with other mailings or promotions.
IRPA will allow access to relevant IRPA databases
IV.vi
ON-SITE 
IRPA will provide member resources as appropriate to be present at the 2012 Congress to provide on site services to delegates and in support of the activities of the 2012 Congress. 
IV.vii
SEED FUNDING

IRPA will provide seed funding of US$30,000 to assist in covering initial financial out goings of the 2012 Congress. 

IV.viii POST CONGRESS EVALUATION

IRPA will provide member resources to contribute to the content development and review of an online evaluation questionnaire, to be circulated to agreed parties to gather opinion of defined aspects of the congress.  Any consultancy costs of a third party supplier to compile, distribute and provide analysis should be a budget cost met by the  Congress budget.

FINANCIAL CONDITIONS 
V.i
SPLIT OF ANY SURPLUS FUNDS/REPAYMENT OF SEED FUNDING

Based on the anticipation of surplus funds resulting from the 2012 Congress, 50% of the surplus will be gifted from IRPA13 Glasgow Limited to IRPA.  The surplus will be determined after the return of seed funding to SRP and IRPA, and after the payment of a US$50,000 levy to IRPA.

GRANTS

IRPA will provide bursary support to fund the attendance of appropriate delegates at the 2012 Congress.  This support funding will be managed directly by IRPA.
V.iii
REIMBURSEMENT OF EXPENSES

Reimbursement of budgeted expenses (travel, accommodation, subsistence, freight etc)


incurred by IRPA and/or IRPA Executive Council members solely in support of the 2012 Congress will be undertaken by IRPA13 Glasgow Limited.

COMPLIMENTARY REGISTRATIONS

IRPA will receive complimentary registrations to the 2012 Congress for members of the IRPA Executive Council and associated Accompanying Persons.

PAYMENT CONDITIONS

VI.i
IRPA will receive payment of seed funding, levy and any share of surplus due from IRPA13 Glasgow Limited as defined in section V.i above, once the final accounts for the 2012 Congress have been agreed.

Where appropriate this Memorandum will be interpreted under the law of Scotland.
